Academic probation occurs when the student’s grade point average falls below 3.40
for any grading period.

4. A member violates any of the school rules or displays citizenship or conduct which is
not in keeping with the standards of the National Junior Honor Society such as
cheating, disrespect to persons in authority, etc.. This is up to the discretion of the
advisors and administrators.
